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 Two online WVD Intergenerational Knowledge Cafés were hosted by David Gurteen, one on WVD 
itself and one a week before, assisted by Hank Kune, Minal Kering and Charles Fowler

 The aim was to stimulate values-based conversations between 2 generations
who often lack a public voice – ‘Youngers’ from 16-18 and ‘Elders’ over 60
